On Sunday, 11th of March, at 7:20 pm, at Maroñas Racecourse, Montevideo, the Grand Prix that featured the best 
horses from OSAF racetracks took place.  
ROMAN ROSSO (ARG) was the winner of this edition of Longines Gran Premio Latinoamericano (G1). The 
Argentinean 3-year- old champion is son of Roman Ruler out of Rose City by City West, and was driven to victory by 
jockey Wilson Moreyra, winning for 1 length in a final time of 2´02´´05c. It is owned by Stud La Primavera, trained 
by Jorge A. Mayansky, and was bred by Haras Melincué.
