The 5-year old son of HAT NINJA (ARG) and PLASKA (ARG) born in Haras El Angel de Venecia – 

and who is also owned by its breeder – obtained the third place in the GP Miguel Alfredo 

Martinez de Hoz (G1) on February 7th, and was the winner of GP Dardo Rocha (G1) in November

jockey Eduardo Ortega Pavón.
