REPRESENTATIVES TO RUN THE GP LATINOAMERICANO 2026 

 

OSAF is pleased to announce the names of the 2 horses nominated by the Jockey Club of Peru 

– host of the 42nd edition of the GRAN PREMIO LATINOAMERICANO – which will be held on 

Sunday, April 26th, 2026 at Monterrico Racecourse. 

 

Following the running of the Baldomero Aspíllaga 

(G3), a race qualifying for the Gran Premio 

Latinoamericano, last Sunday, February 15th at 

Monterrico Racecourse, the Jockey Club of Peru 

confirmed the first two horses nominated to 

compete in the 2026 Gran Premio 

Latinoamericano: 

PUPPI’S HUSBAND (ARG), a 4-year-old by Fortify 

(USA) out of Día Feliz (ARG), representing Stud Jet Set and bred in Argentina at Haras Vacación, 

won the qualifying race. The Chilean KHAMAL (CHI), a 4-year-old by Mendelssohn (USA) out of 

Divine Melody (USA), finished second by a head. KHAMAL had recently won the Derby Nacional 

in November of last year. 

 

The two horses had previously faced each other in the Derby Nacional, but this time the 

outcome was reversed, resulting in both being nominated for the 2026 Latino. 

 

PUPPI’S HUSBAND (ARG), trained by Juan Suarez Villaroel, won the qualifying race, ridden by 

jockey Carlos Trujillo over the distance of 2000 meters in 2´01´´78c.

SECOND INTERNATIONAL RACE: Clásico PAMPLONA (G1) 

The Latino race day at Monterrico will also feature the Clásico PAMPLONA (G1), a 2000m race 

on the turf track, for 3 Up fillies & mares. This race qualifies for running BREEDER'S CUP and 

is open to foreign runners. 

 

For this race, the Jockey Club of Peru will offer a total Purse of USD 65,000 to horses trained 

abroad running in the Clásico Pamplona (G1), distributed as follows:  

USD 40,625 to winner       USD 12,187,50 to 2nd           USD 8,125 to  3rd    USD 4,062,50 to 4th
